Call to Order/Welcome/Introductions
Chairman Mayor Gary Reasons called the meeting to order. RPO Coordinator Bethany Brock took roll. Mayor Mark Ward motioned from the last meeting’s minutes to be approved, and Jeff Cosby seconded it.
TDOT Updates – Ashley Owens
Ashley provided some background regarding the Transportation Modernization Act. Ashley explained the timeline, goals, and objectives of the plan. 
Presentation of the TDOT 3 Year Plan-Antoine Hawkins
Antoine presented information regarding the 3-year plan.  He announced Regional 4 Functional Class Updates will begin in the next few weeks for the cities of Martin, Milan, McKenzie, Dyersburg, Humboldt, Paris, and Union City.
 Antoine also presented on behalf of Lisa Dunn.  He discussed Off-system bridge funding and state-aid. He shared the numbers of the state aid funding allocations among the counties.

Presentation on the Tennessee National Electric Vehicle Infrastructure Deployment Plan (NEVI) – Thiera Taylor

Thiera provided an update regarding the NEVI plan on behalf of the air quality office. The NEVI program has released 7.5 billion nationally to expand charger construction throughout the country. Tennessee will receive $88 million over the next 5 years to go towards 30 more charging stations. 
Presentation on Carbon Reduction-Ashley Owens
Ashley provided an update on carbon reduction programs.  There will be funds allocated to region 4 and TDOT’s Air Quality Office will work with the cities to determine suitable projects for this area. 
Other Business/Updates-Committee Chairs, TDOT, RPO Coordinator
Bethany provided an update on what she has been working on as the RPO Coordinator. She wrote two RAISE grants.  She wrote and submitted 6 Letters of Intent for Healthy Build Environment Grants. She also started a Community Transportation Planning Requests with Gibson County, and encouraged the committees to reach out to her if they are interested in starting a CTPR.  Bethany is in the beginning stages of writing a bike plan for the city of Martin.
Bethany also stated that she will be restructuring the committees to align with the bylaws over the summer. She also stated it was time to nominate a new chairman for the technical committee according to the bylaws.  She thanked Buck for his service.  Donny Bunton made a motion for Buck to remain the Technical Chair committee.  Mayor Ryan Griffin seconded.
