Call to Order/Welcome/Introductions

RPO Accomplishments for FY23-24 – Bethany Brock
Bethany discussed projects and other tasks she has been working on as the RPO Coordinator. Tiptonville had a Multimodal Access Grant (MMAG) awarded. She submitted 4 Letters of Intent for the next MMAG round. Bethany, Mayor Ward, and Jody Sliger with ThreeStar are working to find funding for Eva Beach Boat ramp. Trenton and Camden were both awarded Traffic Signal Modernization Grants. Bethany serves on the Economic Impact Committee for the Everett-Stewart Regional Airport. Bethany also hosted the first Northwest Tennessee Electric Vehicle Education Day. Faith & Bethany worked with Gibson County to submit a CDBG for Concord-Cades Road by Gibson County Lake. Bethany is working with Camden to get their TAP grant moving forward. Huntingdon & Dyersburg were both awarded Transportation Planning Grants and Bethany participates in those meetings. Faith handles all administration regarding grants for the Port of Cates Landing. 
Approval of RPO Work Plan for FY25-26 – Bethany Brock
Bethany presented her next work plan for the upcoming RPO contract. She asked TDOT for a 9.1% increase in budget. She plans to expand on RPO focus projects with additional task 5 funds. Mayor Joseph Butler motioned for the work plan to be approved, and Mayor Nelson Cunningham seconded it.

Jason Baker presented information regarding the 10-year plan and how TDOT expects to update and move forward yearly. Henry County will be their 5-lane completed. Highway 70 in Benton County will be getting repaired. Thiera presented on the Small Urban Area Adjustment Process for Tennessee’s RPOs. The committees voted on adoption of Urban Areas. Mayor David Quick motioned for it to be approved and Mayor Cindy McAdams seconded it.
